Only children born between 1 September 2007 and 31 August 2008 can take the
entry test for September 2019. If you'd like your child to take an entry test please
talk to us first.

Applying to sit an entry test is not the same as asking for a place at the school (an
expression of preference). You must also complete the preference form of your
home local authority (the local authority where you pay your council tax).
